General Safety Instructions for Electric Tools

WARNING! Read all instructions. Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury :

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

1)Work area

• Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark areas invite accidents

• Do not operate machines in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Machines create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

• Keep children and bystanders away while operating a machine. Distractions can cause you to lose control.
2)Electrical safety

• Machine plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) machines. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

• Do not expose machines to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a machine will increase the risk of electric shock.

•Do not use the machine if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any machine that can not be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

•Disconnect the plug from the power source before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing machines. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the machine accidentally.

• Store idle machines out of the reach children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the machine or these instructions to operate the machine. Machines are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

• Maintain machines. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other condition that may affect the machines operation. If damaged, have the machine repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained machines.

•Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

Mounting the Side Handle

[image: image10.emf]Unplug the angle grinder from the power source. Install the side handle (1) by screwing it clockwise into the left side (2) of the gear housing (3) (Fig. 1). Tighten the side handle securely


Correct Fitting of the guard 
Depress the spindle lock button (1) and rotate the clamp nut (2) until the spindle locks (Fig 2). Turn the clamp nut counter clockwise and remove it from the spindle. Remove the disc flange (4). It will simply pull off the spindle (5). Loosen the guard clamp bolt to allow the guard clamp to expand for installation. Slide the guard clamp (7) over the spindle housing (8) until the blade guard locating detents mate with the groove (9) in the spindle 
Housing (Fig.9).
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[image: image13.emf]Rotate guard to position it toward the rear of the grinder. Use a #2 Philips® screwdriver to tighten the guard clamp screw (Fig 4). Install the disc flange, making sure it mates with the flats on the spindle. Install the clamp nut finger tight to hold the disc flange in place
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Grinding and Surface Processing

Depress the spindle lock button (1) and rotate the clamp nut (2) until spindle locks (Fig. 5). Turn the clamp nut counter clockwise and remove it from spindle. Make sure the flats on the bottom of disk flange are engaged with the flats on the spindle (5). Place the grinding disc over the spindle with the concave side of the disc (6) facing outward.
ON/OFF switch (Fig.6)
ON: push the switch to “1”

Overload
The motor of your right angle grinding machine may be damaged when overloaded. This results from excessive working pressure over a prolonged period. Therefore you should not try to accelerate your working speed by increasing pressure on your machine. The abrasive disks work more efficiently if only slight pressure is exerted on the grinding machine, thus avoiding a drop in the grinding speed.

Maintenance

• The protective cover, air slits and motor housing should be kept as free of dirt

and dust as possible.

• Rub off the device with a clean cloth or use compressed air at a low pressure to blow out any dust or dirt. Excessive amounts of metal dust may result in electri​city from the internal components being conducted on to exposed metal parts!

• Do not subject the grinding machine to any overload! Overloading will lead to a reduction in the speed and performance and cause the machine to overheat! If this should happen, switch the grinding machine off and let it cool down for approximately 30 minutes or to room temperature!

NOTE: Turning off the grinding machine while it is being subjected to a load will reduce the working life of the operating switch!

Cleaning and Care

• Before cleaning the machine, remove the mains plug from the socket and turn the on and off switch (1) to position (0)!

• For cleaning purposes, only use a slightly damp but not wet cloth!

• Do not use any abrasive additives (petrol, turpentine etc) as these may damage the plastic housing!

• A mild soap is suitable for cleaning the machine!

• Ensure that no moisture is allowed to get inside the machine!

• After cleaning, wipe the machine with a dry cloth!
