General Safety Instructions for Electric Tools

This device is exclusively for private use! It is not fit for commercial use!

WARNING! Read all instructions. Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury:

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

1)Work area

• Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark areas invite accidents

• Do not operate machines in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Machines create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

• Keep children and bystanders away while operating a machine. Distractions can cause you to lose control.
2)Electrical safety

• Machine plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) machines. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

• Do not expose machines to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a machine will increase the risk of electric shock.

• Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the machine. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

• When operating a machine outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

3)Personal safety

• Stay alert, Watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a machine. Do not use a machine while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of inattention while operating machines may result in serious personal injury.
• Use safety equipment. Always wear eye protection. Safety equipment such as dust mark, non-skid  safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate conditions will reduce personal injuries.

•Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the machine on. A wrench or a key left attached to a rotating part of the machine may result in personal injury.

•Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the machine in unexpected situations.

• Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

• If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of these devices can reduce dust related hazards.

4)Machine use and care

• Do not force the machine. Use the correct machine for your application. The correct machine will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

•Do not use the machine if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any machine that can not be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

•Disconnect the plug from the power source before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing machines. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the machine accidentally.

• Store idle machines out of the reach children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the machine or these instructions to operate the machine. Machines are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

• Maintain machines. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other condition that may affect the machines operation. If damaged, have the machine repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained machines.

•Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

• Use the machine, accessories and tool bits etc., in accordance with these instructions and in the manner intended for the particular type of machine, taking into account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the machine for operations different from intended could result in a hazardous situation.

5) Service

• Have your machine serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical replacement parts. This will ensure that the safety of the machine is maintained.
Special Safety Instructions
• Ensure that the machine is switched off before inserting the mains plug into the socket!

• Ensure that after assembling the saw blade you have removed the tool from the spindle before switching the machine on!

• Only switch the machine off when the saw blade is running freely!

• The saw must only be held by the handles provided!

• Ensure that your working position gives you a good grip and control over the machine!

• Always make sure that there is enough distance under the material which is to be sawn and the workbench or the support so that the protective devices can work unhindered!

• All nails and metal parts must be removed from the workpiece before sawing is begun!

• Do not try to saw extremely small workpieces!

• After switching off, never try to stop the saw blade by pressing against the side of the blade!

• Disconnect the circular saw before putting it away!                            |

• Never put the machine into operation if the saw blade is pointing upwards or to the side!

• Ensure that all devices intended to avoid contact with the saw are working per​fectly!

• Never jam the saw protection device in place!

• If the saw protection device jams it should be released immediately. The saw must never be used with a jammed protection device!

• If you have to operate the saw protection device, use the handle provided!

• The splitting wedge must not be removed!

• The splitting wedge must be correctly adjusted! 
• Only saw blades which meet the specifications in these instructions may be used! See the technical data!

• Ensure that the saw blade is suitable for the spindle speed of the machine! See the technical data!

• Saw blades whose main section is thicker than the splitting wedge, or whose inclination is smaller than the thickness of the splitting wedge, should not be used!

• Saw blades made of high-alloy high-speed steel should not be used!

• Only sharp saw blades in perfect condition should be used; saw blades with cracks or bent blades should be thrown away and replaced immediately!

• Ensure that the saw blade is correctly inserted and rotates in the correct direction. 
• This saw is not suitable for blades used for processing metal and stone!

• Ensure that the mains voltage available is the same as the operating voltage of your machine! For details please see the type plate!

• Your machine is double insulated. This means that two completely independent types of insulation prevent you from coming into contact with live metal parts. This measure represents a high degree of protection against an electric shock.

 OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS                                         
Depth of Cut Adjustment

Release the depth lock knob (5) of the depth of cut adjustment on the back section of the saw. Hold the base of the saw (10) tightly and pull up the motor section by handle (1). The depth of cut is determined by the scale (16). Fix the setting in place by turn the depth lock knob (5) again. The depth of cut should be 3 mm longer than the thickness of the work piece.

Adjusting the Parallel Stop
Your circular saw has a parallel guide ruler (13). This makes it possible to saw a straight line parallel to the edge of the work piece. On the front section of the base (10) of the saw there are recesses into which the parallel guide ruler (13) can be inserted side​ways. Push the parallel guide ruler (13) in until you have reached the desired distance to the saw blade. Fix the setting in place with the locking knob (14).
Adjusting the Bevel
With the Circular Saw you can bevel up to 45°. Remove the mains plug from the socket. Loosen the angle lock knob (15) on the front end and rear end of the base (10). Place the Circular Saw at the desired angle on the bevel scale. Fix the setting in place with the angle lock knob (15).

Changing the Saw Blade (12)
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1. Move the motor housing of the saw via the depth lock knob (5) to the top position and lock it in place. 

2. Press the spindle lock (7) so that the blade cannot revolve and use the hexagon key to loosen the hexagon bolt. Then remove the hexagon bolt, outer flange and blade.

3. To install the blade, follow the removal procedure in reverse.

4. Ensure blade is properly mounted.
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Working with the Circular Saw
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Only wood saw blades are suitable for your saw! Do not use any saw blades for cutting stone or metal!

--Mark the desired path of the saw blade (12) with a straight line on your work piece.

--The 0° and the 45° mark on the front end of the base of the saw indicate where you have to place the saw for a corresponding setting.

--In order to switch on the machine, press the safety switch (3) and then press the switch trigger (4). When you want to switch off the machine, release the switch trigger (4).

Dust Extractor 
Always use the sawdust extractor facility. You can use a dust extractor, whereby the traditional flexible hose can be inserted into the extractor connection (1).

MAINTENANCE:
-Adjusting for accuracy of 90º cut.

Never use excessive force when sawing. Too much pressure reduces the speed of the machine, and the required power drops rapidly. This results in overloading which may damage the motor. If the machine becomes too hot, allow it to run without a load for two minutes.
Clean the machine with a clean cloth and a brush. Do not use any solvents. Ensure that the ventilation slits are not blocked!

-Replacing carbon brushes

Remove and check the carbon brushes regularly. Replace when they wear down to the limit mark. Keep the carbon brushes clean and free to slip in the holders. Both carbon brushes should be replaced at the same time. Use only identical carbon brushes.

Use a screwdriver to remove the brush holder caps, take out the worn carbon brushes, insert the new ones and secure the brush holder caps.


Warning! Be sure to switch power off and disconnect the plug.
